W hat Are
Origino| Prints?

Art is made in many mediums. An artist may create images
in oil paintings, water-colors, drawings, or he may make
printed images in limited editions. Printmaking is o medium
that enables many peop|e to own and enjoy the same work of
art.

An original print starts with a master design or drowing on a
suitable meJijum, such as a metal plate or a flat stone, which
can be inked and prin’red to procﬁjce a quantity of identical
mu|’ri-origino|s, or prints. Fach color is prin’red from a different
master on separafe stones or p|o’res. The finished print is
produced in a numbered limited edition signed by the artist,
each one an originc1| work of art.

LiJrhogrophy is a method of surface printing. An image is
raown on a flat, smooth limestone slab. The stone is inkec?ond
the image is transferred to a sheet of paper |oy a specio|

printing press.

Silkscreen prints use a stencil fechnique. An image is made on
silk stretched over a wooden frame. Ink is opp|ieo| Jr|'1rough the

stencil, Jrronsferring the image onto paper.

All prin’ring Jrecl’miques require a comp|ex prooﬁng procedure.
Several proofs, or trial prints (TP), are made before the artist
creates the final printed image. Then, several signed artist's
roofs (AP) of the final image are made. If a numbered
imited edition is not made, on|y the trial proofs and artfist's
proofs exist.

He continues to
exp|ore the island with new interpretations
of familiar subjects.
